Topic:  Crystal City Planning Process

At the beginning of the meeting, Terry Savela, Chair of the LRPC, provided introductory remarks.  Marty Almquist, Chair of the Crystal City Task Force, provided a background of the Task Force process to date.  Terry Savela reviewed the guiding principles for Crystal City and Paul Mortensen, Torti Gallas, presented the Draft 1.5 Concept Plan, including elements such as the public realm, transit and transportation, retail strategy, and building form.  

Members of the Crystal City Task Force who attended the meeting added comments pertaining to public open space versus private open space, arts and cultural uses as an integral part of Crystal City, and the concern of the amount of public infrastructure improvements will cost and how they will be funded.

Questions and comments that arose by LRPC members during the meeting included the following:

· The need to resolving the height of the buildings with the FAA
· Determining whether there is a need for additional schools and libraries

· Clarity of the kind of character Crystal City will possess after build-out

· How infrastructure improvements will be funded, tax districts, other mechanisms
· What the economic competition impact will be with other areas of the County
· Creating the appropriate physical space for future government users

· Vision of the skyline.
Staff from AED updated the LRPC on the County progress with the FAA and MWAA and discussed new state legislation that allows local jurisdictions to establish tax districts for transportation improvements.
